1. In ancient times “African” and “Ethiopian” meant the same thing: A Black. This of course, was
before the Caucasians began to reorder the earth to suit themselves and found it necessary to
stake their birthright over the Land of the Blacks. (Chancellor Williams, 1987, pp.30-31).

2. - Africans were collectively called Ethiopians, --- (R.O. Collins and ].M. Burns, 2007, p.175)

3. An Ethiopian was a person whose skin color was considerably darker than the inhabitants of the
Greco-Roman world (J. Harris, 1998, p.34)

4. In the earliest Greek edition of the Bible, the Hebrew term ‘Cush’ was translated as ‘Ethiopia’ and
was used to refer to the entire Nile Valley south of Egypt, including Nubia and Abyssinia (Graham
Hancock, 1992, 449-450).

5. The term Ethiopia is of Greek origin, and in classical times was used as a generic and rather
diffuse designation for the African land mass to the south of Egypt (Bahru Zewde, 2000, p.1).

6. For Greeks and Romans generally, Ethiopians meant dark skinned peoples who lived south of
Egypt (D.N. Levine, 2000, p.1).

7. For Greco-Latin authors and their medieval successors, Aethiopia characterized the part of the
African continent inhabited by dark-skinned people. Aethiopia is thus defined by its population
whose skin color would be essential for the elaboration of the images of Aethiopia. (Edith Bruder,
2008, p. 25).

8. To the classical authors of the Greek, Hellenistic and Roman world, the Kingdom of Kush and the
geographical area were called Ethiopia, and the people Ethiopians — meaning ‘burnt-faced persons’.
The use of this term in modern context, however, is rather confusing as the Kushites and peoples
occupying the Ethiopian highlands had very little in common. (Derek A. Welsby, 1996, p.7).

9. It seems certain that classical historians and geographers called the whole region from India to
Egypt, both countries inclusive, by the name of “Ethiopia”, and in consequence they regarded all
the dark-skinned and black peoples who inhabited it as “Ethiopians”. Mention is made of “Eastern”
and “Western” Ethiopians, and it is probable that the Easterners were Asiatics, and the Westerners
Africans (Wallis Budge, 1928, p.Vii).
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Homer, the eighth century B.C. author of the /liad and the Odyssey and Herodotus, the learned
historian of the fifth century B.C. classified the populations of Sudan, Egypt, Palestine, Arabia,
Mesopotamia (i.e. Iraq and Syria) and India as Ethiopians. (Robin Walker, 201, p.578).

The land of the Blacks (Africa) was a vast land; a big world. 1t covers 12,000,000 square miles.
From its northern most point in what is now Tunisia to Cape Agulhas (southern tip of Africa) is
approximately 5,000 miles; and in its widest extent from east to west it is 4,600 miles. The whole
of this second largest continent was once called Bilad es Sudan, “the Land of the Blacks,” and not
just the southern region to which the black people had been steadily pushed from the north. After
Asian, Greek and Roman occupations, the term “Sudan” came to indicate the areas not yet taken
from the Blacks and was co-extensive with the Ethiopian Empire. For the Ethiopian Empire once
extended from the Mediterranean north and southward to the source of the Nile in the country
of Abyssinia which recently reverted to the ancient name of the Ethiopian Empire of which in
earlier times it formed its southeastern provinces. Even as late as the time of Menes, 3,100 B.C.
Ethiopia still included three-fourths of Egypt, or up to the twenty-ninth degrees North Parallel.
The Asians held the Delta region; hence, the “Two Lands”. (Chancellor Williams, 1987, p.44)
“Ethiopians” (a Greek term) or Kushites/Cushites (the Hebrew equivalent) were first and at one
time the only inhabitants of western and southern Asia. Descendants of the early dispersals of
Africans across the globe, these were the Blacks described by Georg, Budge, Lugard, Palmer. Al-
Jahiz, Balfour, Keith and Rawlinson. Skeletal remains of them date back 95,000 years or more. By
10,000 B.C. the Natufian Culture was established in the region, primarily in Palestine, Dr. Charles
Finch suggests that it was the parent of the later civilizations that followed, such as Sumer (Iraq),
Elam (Iran), Arabia Felix (Yemen) and the Indus Valley (India/Pakistan). (Robin Walker, 2011,
pp-583-584).

There were two Ethiopian nations in ancient times (eastern Ethiopia and western Ethiopia). There
was an Ethiopian civilization in southern Mesopotamia (Babylon), but the people in this region
did not use their tribal name, Ethiopia, to designate their nationality. They called themselves by
the name of the cities that they constructed and inhabited, or they called themselves by an event
that happened there; for example, God confused the language of the people at the Tower of Babel
(Babel means confusion in Hebrew). This is why the Ethiopian tribes called themselves
Babylonians, referring to the city that they constructed. The people who resided in the lower part
of the Tigris, Euphrates Valley were Ethiopians, black in complexion. We read in Genesis 10:8 “
Cush begat Nimrod; ---“ The word Cush means Ethiopia, and Cush was the father of the
Ethiopians. Nimrod was a mighty Ethiopian conqueror and builder in the land of Shinar (Sumer).
Nimrod ruled over such cities as Babylon, Erech and Accad. “And the sons of Cush; Seba and
Havilah, -——-“. Now we have learned that Havilah was the son of Cush, who was an Ethiopian.
(Windsor, 2003. pp. 16-17).

Cush means black (Windsor, 2003, p.16). 1t also refers to Cush the son of Ham. The children of
Cush are called Cushites who appeared to have spread along tracts extending from the Nile to the
Euphrates and Tigris rivers. There is more than adequate evidence that the ancient nations of
Babylon, Akkadia, Sumer, the Chaldea were inhabited by Cushite tribes (Ethiopians), on all sides
of the Tigris and Euphrates rivers. (Rudolph R. Windsor, 2003, p.16). Those Cushites who lived in
lower Mesopotamia during pre-Semitic times were eastern Ethiopians. These Sumerians or
Ethiopians and their kindred appear to have settled along tracts from Mesopotamia to India. This
area now includes southern Iran, Afghanistan, Pakistan and north-west India. There is blood
relationship between the Dravidian tribes of India and the Ethiopian Sumerians. The Sumerian
civilization preceded the Babylonian. The Sumerians founded cities that existed more than 4,,000
years B.C. such as: Eridu, Lagsh, Nippur, Kish and Ur. (Rudolph R. Windsor, 2003. P. 17).
